Submit your article to me for approval (1st come, 1st served).  If an article has already been chosen, you have to find a new one.

On an overhead transparencey, put the following: Title, author, Source, Date of Article, and a Summary of the Article. (Please see me to get the overhead) 
6.
On “your day” lead a class discussion about your article and answer questions.

Every day when you come into class, you will be responsible for writing down the reference and summary from the overhead in your binder.  At the conclusion of the discussion, you will be responsible for a “Reaction Paragraph”, also to be written in your binder.
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
