	Hardness


	A measure of a substances resistance to be scratched or dented.

	Malleability


	The ability of a substance to be bent or hammered into different shapes without breaking. Applies to substances that are solids.

	Ductility


	The ability of a substance to be pulled into long wires.

	Melting and Boiling Points
	The temperature of a substance where a change of state occurs.

	Crystal Form


	The geometric shape of a crystal that results from the orderly repeating pattern of the atoms, molecules or ions.

	Solubility


	The ability of a substance to dissolve into a solvent such as water.

	Viscosity


	A measure of resistance to flow in a liquid. Water = low, honey = high

	Density


	The amount of matter per unit volume of that matter. Usually expressed in kg/m3, g/cm3.
